Explanation:  The Tenth Street Connector project will extend Tenth Street from its current terminus at Dickinson Avenue to Stantonsburg Road at Memorial Drive.  This initiative entails roadway construction from Dickinson Avenue to Fourteenth Street and widening Farmville Boulevard from Fourteenth Street to Memorial Drive.  The project also involves constructing a grade separation of CSX railroad track at Dickinson Avenue and Tenth Street.  Completion of the project will significantly reduce traffic congestion in the downtown Greenville area, particularly on Dickinson Avenue and Fifth Street.  The Connector will provide a major east-west thoroughfare to meet the demands of cross-city traffic, as well as a direct route from US-264 to downtown Greenville and East Carolina University (ECU).  It will also provide a direct connection between ECU and its medical school.  The project is on the State’s Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) list, and was previously authorized in the 2004 Highway Reauthorization bill.

Explanation: The project will construct a grade-separated interchange at the intersection of U.S. Highway 70 and Slocum Road at Marine Corps Air Station – Cherry Point in Havelock, North Carolina.  It will allow for the safe movement of traffic to and from U.S. Highway 70 and Slocum Road, thereby easing traffic into and out of Marine Corps Air Station-Cherry Point’s Slocum Gate.  The project will include a right-turn lane from Slocum Road to U.S. Highway 70 westbound, an extension of the westbound right lane onto Slocum Road, U.S. Highway 70 and Slocum Road traffic signal modification, and a merge lane for the interchange on Slocum Road.  The U.S. Marine Corps supports the project, as does the City of Havelock and North Carolina’s Eastern Region Military Growth Task Force.
